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Quick Installation

Double-click wordfast.dot. Microsoft Word 2011/Mac: see below
If installation cannot be completed because of macro security settings:

	Ms-Word 2007, 2010 for Windows

	· Open the "Word options" dialog box (click the big Office button, or click the "File" menu).

· Select "Trust Center". Click "Trust Center Settings" and do the following:
1. Under "Macro Settings", select "Disable all macros except digitally signed macros" and check "Trust Access to the VBA project object model".
2. Under "Message Bar", make sure "Show the Message Bar in all applications when content has has been blocked" is checked.
3. Click "OK" to quit the "Trust Center" dialog.

Double-click wordfast.dot to retry installation. If "Security warning - Macros have been disabled" appears in Word, click "Options", check "Trust documents from this publisher", and confirm by clicking OK.




	Earlier versions of Ms-Word for Windows

	Use the Tools/Macro menu.

· In the "Security" sub-menu, lower security if the choice is offered.

· If there is a "Trusted sources" pane, check the "Trust the Visual Basic project" checkbox.

· Close Ms-Word.

Double-click wordfast.dot to retry installation. A message about macros may appear. If there's a "Trust documents from this publisher" box, check it. Click "Allow macros".




	Word 2011 for Mac

	Wordfast does not run as a "Startup" template on Word 2011. Put wordfast.dot in any folder you like - not a Word Startup folder. Then, to use Wordfast with Word 2011:

1. In Word, pull down the Tools/Templates & Add-Ins menu.

2. Click the "Open" button to browse to and open the "wordfast.dot" template. Wordfast is ready for use.

This is done only once. When you start Word again, only pull down the Tools/Templates & Add-Ins menu and check the wordfast.dot template - it's already there.




	Other versions of Word for Mac

	The installation procedure is the same as for "Earlier versions of Ms-Word for Windows" above. Note: Wordfast does not run on Word 2008 for Mac.



If the automatic installation procedure fails, download the English manual, go to the "Installation" section, which shows two other installation procedures.

Wordfast on a Mac

Observe the following remarks for a smooth operation.

· Word 2011 is the recommended Mac Word version for Wordfast.

· Wordfast does not run on Word 2008.

· Wordfast will run on Word 2004 and earlier versions, but it will be slow. 

The Setup and the Data Editor windows

The main Wordfast window (the Setup window) is accessed by clicking the 18th and very last icon on the Wordfast toolbar, or by pressing Ctrl+Alt+W.

The TM/Glossary Editor (the Data Editor) is accessed by clicking the 17th icon on the Wordfast toolbar.

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Those two dialog boxes are crash-prone on Word on most Macs. They can freeze Word.

You can use those dialog boxes to set up Wordfast for an upcoming job (like select a TM, set settings; inspect a TM or a glossary). But after using any of those two dialog boxes, and before starting a translation session on a document, close Word and reopen it. Do that even if Word is apparently stable.

The overall approach is to separate sessions used to set up Wordfast, and sessions when you actually work (translate). Close and reopen Word between those two kinds of sessions.
