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Quick Installation

Unzip (extract) all files from the downloaded zip file into a folder of your choice. You should have three files after extraction: wordfast.dot (the program), wordfast.en.ui (the user interface,  a text file which can be translated if you wish), and WfReadme.doc (this file).

Double-click wordfast.dot. In most cases, this is sufficient for an installation.
If installation fails cannot be completed:

	Ms-Word 2007, 2010, 2013, 2016, 2019 etc. for Windows. Note: the click-to-run (online) versions of Word cannot run Wordfast Classic.

	· Open the "Word options" dialog box (click the big Office button, or click the "File" menu).

· Select "Trust Center". Click "Trust Center Settings" and do the following:
1. Under "Macro Settings", select "Disable all macros except digitally signed macros" and check "Trust Access to the VBA project object model".
2. Under "Message Bar", make sure "Show the Message Bar in all applications when content has has been blocked" is checked.
3. Click "OK" to quit the "Trust Center" dialog.

Double-click wordfast.dot to retry installation. If "Security warning - Macros have been disabled" appears in Word:

· in Word 2007, click "Options", check "Trust documents from this publisher", then click "OK".

· in Word 2010 and later, click "Security warning", then "Enable content", then "Advanced options", check "Trust documents from this publisher", then click "OK".




	Earlier versions of Ms-Word for Windows

	Use the Tools/Macro menu.

· In the "Security" sub-menu, lower security if the choice is offered.

· If there is a "Trusted sources" pane, check the "Trust the Visual Basic project" checkbox.

· Close Ms-Word.

Double-click wordfast.dot to retry installation. A message about macros may appear. If there's a "Trust documents from this publisher" box, check it. Click "Allow macros".




	Word 2011 for Mac (Wordfast Classic only runs on Word 2011/Mac!)

	Put wordfast.dot and wordfast.en.ui in any folder you like. Do not put Wordfast in an Office or Word "STARTUP" folder, not in the Applications folder, and preferably, not in the desktop. We highly recommend that you create a dedicated Wordfast folder from the root of your hard disk, like for example MyMac:Wordfast.

In any case, make sure the entire path leading to the folder where wordfast.dot resides does not contain spaces or letters other than the latin a-z letters, or figures 0-9: no accented letters, no diacritics, etc. We apologize for the inconvenience - this is due to the programming language under Wordfast Classic (VBA) coming from another system.

Then, to use Wordfast with Word 2011:

1. In Word, pull down the Tools/Templates & Add-Ins menu.

2. Click the "Open" button to browse to and open the "wordfast.dot" template. Wordfast is ready for use.

This is done only once. When you start Word again, only pull down the Tools/Templates & Add-Ins menu and check the wordfast.dot template - it's already there.

You may try to declare your wordfast.dot installation folder as STARTUP folder in Word > Preferences > Default folders. This may start Wordfast Classic automatically when Microsoft Word starts, saving you time.

Lion & Maverick operating systems: When using Wordfast, do not minimize the window you are in; and avoid using the dock. That causes Ms-Word to crash on some systems. We apologize for the inconvenience. If those operations freeze Word, start all applications you need before launching Word, and use Command+Tabulator (or three-finger gestures) to change application.




If the automatic installation procedure fails, download the English manual, go to the "Installation" section, which shows two other installation procedures.

Wordfast on a Mac

Observe the following remarks for a smooth operation.

· Word 2011 is the recommended Mac Word version for Wordfast.

· Wordfast does not run on Word 2008 or Word 2016.

· Wordfast may run on Word 2004 and earlier versions, but it will be slow.

The "Wordfast" and the "Data Editor" dialog boxes

The main Wordfast dialog box is accessed by clicking the last icon on the Wordfast toolbar, or by pressing Ctrl+Alt+W.

The TM/Glossary Editor (the Data Editor) is accessed by clicking the icon right before the last icon on the Wordfast toolbar or by pressing Ctrl+Alt+Enter.

Silent or offline deployment

1. Download a copy of Wordfast Classic. Extract all files from the downloaded zip.

2. Drop or copy wordfast.dot and WFC7.en.ui in Ms-Word's STARTUP folder.

Note: Ms-Word's STARTUP folder is available in Ms-Word from (File) > Options or Preferences > Advanced > Default folders > STARTUP.
